The
leadership score accounts for 20 points of the lawmaker's final score.

This category scores a lawmaker on the bulk of the General Assembly's
work that happens behind the scenes and is crucial to the legislative
process: whether a lawmaker works with progressive advocates to
advance working-family legislation, lobbies colleagues in favor of

these bills, speaks publicly in favor of them, etc.
